The statistics which measures the events
that happen to the whole population or part
of them during a certain period of time.

A measure of central tendency, the
arithmetic average, the sum divided by
the number of cases.

Standard deviation:

A measure of dispersion around the
mean and used to compare between
data of same measure that is the higher
the value of the standard deviation,
the lower the homogeneity of data, the
greater the dispersion, and vice versa.
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Historical Development

In the first decades (from the previous
century) the leaders of Kuwait and whom
they authorize from jurists known for their
justice were the one who deal with the
conflicts between civilians according to the
Islamic law judgments and traditions.

In the early fifties courts were established,
which specialized in dealing with
conflicts presented in front of the court
also it specializes in registering real
estate properties, and it was adjoined in
a department called the courts department.

In December 1959 promulgated the
Amiri Decree no. (19) of year 1959 of
the jurisdiction organization law was
promulgated, its first measures were to
build the judicial structure in the country.

In January 1962 promulgated decree of
law no (1) of year 1962 was promulgated
in the basic system of leadership in the
transformation period, and according to it
the courts department’s term were changed
to be the ministry of justice.

In 11/11/1962 the Kuwaiti constitution was
issued, it stressed in article (50) that the
leadership system is based on the separation
of the legitimate, executive and the judicial
powers and by their cooperation according
to its judgments, and that its not permitted
for any one of them to relinquish all or
some of their specialization stated in the
constitution.
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In the year 1962 also the Amiri Decree
no (2) of year 1962 was promulgated for
reorganizing the ministries, and according
to it the ministry of justice handled the
minors affairs and the seized persons and
the Kuwait orphans, in addition to this the
real estate authentication department was
adjoined to the ministry after it was related
to the ministry of finance.

In 9/2/1975 Amiri Decree was promulgated
to adjoin the ministry of justice and Awqaf
and Islamic affairs to one ministry and then
re-separated according to Amiri decree
promulgated in 6/9/1979.

The Amiri decree promulgated
in 7/1/1979 dealt with describing
the ministry’s goals and it general
specializations.

General Objectives :

Was stated by article first of the decree
promulgated for the ministry of justice in
7/1/1979 to provide justice for the society
under a simplified system where every
one feels secure on their souls, freedom
and money, and keeps the security of the
people and their social system ,and respects
the laws and make sure that its applied and
also it construct a stable system for the real
estate property.

General Specializations:

Article second of the decree promulgated
for the ministry of justice in 7/1/1979 has
showed these specialties, which are:
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Organizing the necessary means to clear the
conflicts presented in courts of its different
kinds and considers crimes according to
the judgment of law.

Carrying out the governmental pleading by
the general prosecution in the name of the
society in the felonies what are transferred
to it from midemeanours, by investigation,
act, and allegation according to law
Judgments.

Supervising on prisons and other places
where penal judgment are executed in.

Providing technical expertise to the justice
bodies and other state organizations.

Works of the official publication for
judicial papers and initiatory pleadings
etc, and execute judgments and writs of
execution, and accept its related amounts
deposit it and spend it acco[-rding the law

Works of real estate registration and
authentication, and confirmation, and date
listing and visas on commercial records
according to law.

Cooperation with countries, and Arabian,
and Islamic, and foreign organizations in
the legal and judicial fields.

* Judicial Organization:

The Amiri Decree no. (37) of year 1994
established Kuwait institute for judicial &
legal studies.

It represents the jurisdiction in courts in
its various ranks, and general prosecution
the head judicial council according to
the demand of the minister of justice,
considers all what relates to assigning
judges and general prosecution members,
their promotions, their transfer, and their
delegation and also give opinion in matters
related to them.
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Article (231) of chapter two of the decree
of law no (23) of year 1990 regarding
jurisdiction organization law, amended by
law no. (10) of year 1996 and by law no.
(13) of year 1998, and by law no. (2) of
year 2003 and by law no. (69) of year 2003,
finally by law no. (21) of year 2014.

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First: Number of department’s revisers
during 2023:

* Number of revisers decreased from 6128
in 2022 to 5899 reviser in 2023 by 229
revisers, the estimate percent was 3.7%.

- The percentage distribution of revisers
number during 2023 came as following:

1- According to nationality:

* The percentage of the Kuwaiti husbands
reached 79.9%, and 71.9% of Kuwaiti wives.

®  While the number of non-Kuwaiti husbands
reached 20.1%, and 28.1% of non-Kuwaiti
wives.

2- According to age categories:

* The percentage for revisers from husbands
increased within the age category (from 30 - 34
years) more than other age categories, where
it reached 20.3% from the total of revisers
from husbands, followed by the age category
(from 25 - 29 years) by percentage of 19.9%,
After that the age category (from 50 years and
above) by percentage of 17.7%, then the age
category (from 35 - 39 years) by percentage
of 16.8%.

* Also the percentage for revisers from wives
increased within the age category (from 25 - 29
years), where the percentage reached 23.3%
from the total of revisers from wives, followed
by the age category (from 30 - 34 years) by
percentage of 19.3%, then the age category
(from 35 - 39 years) by percentage of 15.0%.

3- According to educational level:

* The percentage of revisers from husbands to
the department increased in the bachelor level
by percentage of 30.9%, then diploma and
secondary were the percentage reached 21.9%
and 21.5% respectively, then intermediate by
percentage of 19.4%, then above bachelor by
percentage of 4.2%, finally primary or less by
percentage of 2.1%.
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* And there is no difference in the ranking of
revisers from wives where the percentage
reached 44.7% in the bachelor level, followed
by diploma and secondary by 22.9% and
18.0% respectively, then intermediate by
percentage of 9.9%, finally primary or less
and above bachelor by percentage of 2.3%
and 2.2% respectively .

4 - According to number of children from
current marriage:

* The percentage of revisers without children
reached 53.4% from the revisers total,
while the percentage for those have (1 to 3
children) reached 33.0%, and by percentage
of 11.2% for those who have (4 to 6
children), Finally the percentage of revisers
have (7 children and above) was 2.4%.

5- According to the current marriage period:

* The highest percentage from the revisers
is from short marriage period people, the
percentage of revisers whom their marriage
period (from one year to less than 4 years)
was 29.1%, followed by whom their marriage
period (from 4 years to less than 10 years) by
percentage of 21.5%, and for their marriage
period (from month to less than a year) by
percentage of 20.9% from the revisers total.

6- According to the marriage status during
the review:

* The percentage of revisers after consummation
reached 89.9% from the total, while the
percentage of revisers (before consummation
and before solitary) reached 6.0%, and (before
consummation and after solitary) was 4.1%.

7- According to the branch:

* The number of revisers in (Al-Farwaniya — Capital)
branch reached 2864 revisers by percentage
of 48.6% of the revisers total, then Al-Ahmadi
branch by percentage of 17.3%, then Al-Jahraa
and Hawalli branchs by percentage of 13.7% and
11.4% respectively, then Mubarak Al-Kabeer
branch by percentage of 7.3%, finally Abu-Fatira
branch by percentage of 1.7%.
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8- According to the husband’s and
wife’s nationality and interview result
during 2023:

* The ratio of retroactive divorce cases
reached 68.3%, and the ratio of conciliation
cases reached 22.8% from the total of cases,
and the conditioned cases was 9.0%, they
were distributed by the result of interview
as follows:

A- Conciliation cases:

® The highest conciliation ratio has reached
60.9% when both couple are Kuwaiti from
the conciliation total.

* While the ratio of conciliation cases if one

of the couple is non-Kuwaiti reached 24.0%.

* The ratio reached 15.1% when both couple
are non-Kuwaiti.

B- Retroactive divorce cases:

* The highest ratio was when both couple are
Kuwaiti, the ratio was reached 70.0% from
the total of retroactive divorce cases.

* And when one of the couple is non-Kuwaiti
the ratio reached 17.7%.

* While the ratio reached 12.3% when both
couple are non-Kuwaiti.

C- Conditioned cases:

* The highest ratio of conditioned cases for
the Kuwaiti couple reached 51.5% from the
total of conditioned cases.

* And when both couple are non-Kuwaiti the
ratio reached 29.7%.

*  When one of the couple is non-Kuwaiti the
ratio reached 18.8%.
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* Descriptive statistical measurements:

* The annual mean for the number of revisers
reached 5709 revisers during 2019 - 2023
with a standard deviation of 771.7

* Future predictions:

* The annual expected mean of revisers
reached 6369 revisers, the minimum is 5010
revisers and the maximum is 7728 revisers
during 2024 - 2028, these predictions are
trusted by 95%.

Second: Number of revisers who married
in 2023 and reviewed the department at
the same year:

1- According to the branch:

* The highest number of reviser was in
(Al-Farwaniya — Capital) branch by 416
revisers by percentage of 50.3% from the
revisers total, then Al-Ahmadi branch by
percentage of 17.8%, then Al-Jahraa and
Hawalli branches by percentage of 11.5%
and 11.1% respectively, then Mubarak
Al-Kabeer branch by percentage of 8.8%,
finally Abu- Fatira branch by percentage
of 0.5%.

2- According to the husband’s and wife’s
nationality and interview result:

* The retroactive divorce cases ratio
reached 73.0%, and the ratio of
conciliation cases reached 15.7%, and
the conditioned cases reached 11.3%,
from the total of cases, and it was
distributed by the nationality came as
following:

A- Conciliation cases:
* The ratio when the couple are Kuwaiti

reached 56.9% from the conciliation total.

* While the ratio reached 27.7% for the
couple where one of them is kuwaiti.
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*  While the conciliation cases for the non-Kuwaiti
couple reached 15.4%.

B- Retroactive divorce cases:

*  When the couple are Kuwaiti, the percentage
reached 67.2% from the retroactive divorce
total.

* When one of the couple is non-Kuwaiti, the
percentage reached 20.9%.

* While the ratio reached 11.9% for the
non-Kuwaiti couple.

C- Conditioned cases:

* The Kuwaiti couple were the highest
percentage by 69.9% from the conditioned
total.

* While the ratio reached 18.3% for the
non-Kuwaiti couple.

® The ratio reached 11.8% for one of the
couple is Kuwaiti.

Third: Conciliation cases:

* Number of conciliation cases decreased
from 1399 cases in 2022 to 1344 cases
in 2023 by 55 cases and the percentage
was 3.9%, as ratio between the number of
conciliation cases to the number of revisers
didn’t change from the previous year where
it reached 22.8% .

* Descriptive statistical measurements:

®* The annual mean for the number of
conciliation cases reached 1487 cases during
2019 - 2023 with a standard deviation 372.2

* Future predictions:

* The annual expected mean of conciliation
cases reached 1410 cases, the minimum is
331 cases and the maximum is 2489 cases
during 2024 - 2028, these predictions are
trusted by 95%.
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
